Colleges (ACCJC), Western Association of Schools and Colleges (WASC); 

 WHEREAS, the University and College recognize the mutual benefits of academic articulation 
and the transfer of course credits; 

 WHEREAS, the University and College have entered into articulation agreements with each other 
for more than 20 years; 

AGREEMENT 

 NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions stated below, it is mutually 
agreed: 

1. To evaluate course credits from one another according to common practices guided by the 
Western Association of Schools and Colleges approved principles and procedures; 

2. That the University and College will accept the transfer of credits as listed in APPENDIX A -
General Education (GenEd) Course Articulation Matrix; 

3. To exchange course catalogs or links to online versions on an annual basis; 
4. To accept the transfer of credits as attached as equivalent or comparable as per current 

catalogs;   
5. That addition to and/or deletion from the course listing above can be executed by mutual 

agreement between both parties; 
6. That the terms of this agreement shall commence on the day of complete execution of this 

agreement by all signatories and shall continue in full force and effect thereafter for a period 
of five (5) years unless terminated by thirty (30) days written notice from either party to the 
other;
