SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

 
Eligibility Criteria:   

1. Applicant must be a full-time student currently enrolled and pursuing a Bachelor’s Degree 
at the University of Guam (UOG). 

2. Applicant must have successfully completed at least two (2) semesters at UOG. 
3. Applicant must have at least a 2.5 cumulative grade point average (GPA). 
4. Applicant must provide a current official transcript for proof of current GPA. 
5. Applicant must submit a completed GWCC Scholarship Application Form. 
6. Applicant must submit two (2) letters of recommendation from two (2) UOG faculty 

members. 
7. Applicant must submit a 500-600 word essay (typewritten, double-space) on one of the 

following topics: 
a. How can we advocate for a better business environment that pays competitive 

wages and benefits for women on Guam?   
b. What, if any, obstacles do you feel women have to overcome to be a successful 

entrepreneur? How can women overcome these obstacles? 
c. What gender barriers do women of your generation face in the workplace, and what 

are some ways to overcome these barriers? 
 
Amount and Number of Awards: Two (2) $2,000 scholarships for Academic Year 2018 and a 
one-year individual membership to the Guam Women’s Chamber of Commerce.  
 
Application Deadline: Application packet must be submitted to the UOG Financial Aid Office no 
later than September 7, 2018.  Incomplete packets will not be reviewed. 
 
Selection Process:  The UOG Scholarship Committee will recommend applications to GWCC 
based on GPA, letters of recommendation, one-page essays, and financial need, as determined by 
the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). Final selection will be made by the GWCC 
Board. 
 
Method of Payment: Selected applicant must show proof of UOG registration for Fall 2018 to 
GWCC before payment is made.  Scholarship recipients are expected to attend a GWCC event 
when the scholarship awards will be presented.  Recipients are also expected to be available for 
60 hours of volunteer service and assist at the annual GWCC Golf Tournament on September 29, 
2018.
