 6 Provide proof of residency for tuition purposes to the Graduate Admissions Office.  (Mayor’s 
Verification of Residency, active Military Order, Voter’s Registration, Verification of Employment, etc.)

 7 Visit the Student Health Service, 735-2225, by the Bookstore at the Student Center.  
Provide written documentation of a TB test (PPD) taken within the past six (6) months (and results of an 
x-ray if PPD is positive), in addition if born in 1957 or later, evidence of vaccination against mumps, 
measles, and rubella (MMR 1&2).
