MINIMUM EXPERIENCE AND TRAINING: 

A. Five (5) years experience in maintenance and repair of electrical transmission and

distribution equipment, including one (1) year at the skilled level; or

B. Any equivalent combination of experience and training which provides the minimum

knowledge, abilities, and skills.

NATURE OF WORK IN THIS CLASS: 

Performs skilled work in the maintenance and repair of electrical transmission and 

distribution equipment to assure continuing power service. 

MINIMUM KNOWLEDGE, ABILITIES AND SKILLS: 

Knowledge of standard principles, methods, practices, techniques, tools and test equipment 

used in the maintenance and repair of electrical transmission and distribution equipment. 

Knowledge of Authority’s transmission and distribution system. Knowledge of electrical 

theory. Ability to install and maintain all types of wires, transformers and poles, and make all 

necessary connections to equipment. Ability to read and interpret blueprints, sketches, and 

diagrams. Ability to apply and enforce safe work practices on the job. Ability to understand 

and follow oral and written instructions. Ability to perform arduous physical tasks including 

climbing, stooping, lifting of tools and equipment and working aloft in strained and awkward 

positions. Skill in electrical troubleshooting work.  

ILLUSTRATIVE EXAMPLES OF WORK (Any one position may not include all the duties 

listed, nor do the examples cover all the duties which may be performed).  

Locates source of power line disturbances or failures and makes necessary repairs. Using 

electrical instruments, test power lines and auxiliary equipment to identify defective voltage 

regulators, transformers, switches and related accessories. Uses bucket trucks or climbs poles 

and tower to replace overheard conductors, switches, transformers, fuses and related 

equipment. Opens switches to de-energize disturbed or fallen lines to facilitate repairs or 

remove hazards. In substations, may troubleshoot and make minor repairs of circuit breakers, 

transformers, lightning arrestors, capacitors, switches and related equipment. May de-

energize/sectionalize underground lines and make minor repairs in underground facilities. 

Reads and interprets blueprints, sketches and wiring diagrams. Applies and enforces safe 

work practices in the job. Performs other related work as required. 

~HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA/ Skills Assessment Certificate – Pursuant to Public Law 26-87 (effective May 17, 2002) and as amended by P.L. 

31-254 – Applicant must possess a high school diploma or a successful completion of a General Educational Development (GED) 

Test, or any equivalent of a general education high school program, or a successful completion of a certification program, from a 

recognized accredited or certified technical institution, in a specialized field required for the job. For entry level positions a formal 

nationally recognized foundational skills assessment shall be required for consideration for employment.

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A written test maybe required. When a written test is not required, applicants will be rated on a scale between 
70.00 and 100 percent on the basis of their training, education and experience in relation to the minimum 
requirements of the positions.

For rescheduling of interview applicants must contact the Human Resources Division (2) days prior to date 
of scheduled interview. 

Applicants who are interested to be interviewed while off-island (regardless of the duration of stay) must 
inform the Human Resources Division in writing of their temporary mailing address and/or telephone number 
where they may be contacted should there be a scheduled interview. 

A personal interview or interview by telephone (if off-island) will be held by the appointing authority or his 
designee for all eligibles referred via certification.    Individuals with disabilities who require special 
accommodations should contact this office prior to any scheduled examinations or interviews.  In 
accordance with Personnel Rules and Regulations Section 4.A.3.11, the General Manager, at his discretion, 
may schedule a selection interview immediately after the establishment of an eligibility list for the position.  
Applicants who are pending submission of supporting documents at the time the selection interview is 
scheduled will not be considered for certification purposes.
