NATURE 
OF WORK 

This is moderately complex professional social work involved in the application of social 
work principles and theory in the diagnosis and treatment of children and adults with 
social problems. 
Employees in this class perform moderately complex professional work independently 
on an ongoing basis and participates in the full range of complex professional duties 
under closer supervision. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

ILLUSTRATIVE 
EXAMPLES OF WORK 

Interviews clients and other appropriate persons to obtain information and makes 
preliminary assessment of cases in order to make proper referrals. 
Develops an assessment and service plan for the client; provides counseling to assist 
with adjustment problems; places children and adults in appropriate facilities; 
prepares all forms necessary to achieve a service plan. 
Participates in the selection, summarization and presentation of case data from a 
variety of sources for casework planning, supervisory conferences and consultation. 
Participates in staff conferences with physicians, psychologists, and other 
professionals. 
Confers with public officials, agency representatives, and other professional persons 
regarding specific cases; interprets and provides public information regarding agency 
programs and activities. 
Prepares social studies, case histories, reports and evaluations concerning 
information secured and services rendered. 
Maintains comprehensive case records and statistics; participates to a limited degree 
in the development and conduct of surveys and research studies; prepares other 
reports as required. 
May attend court hearings in the interest of clients, or as requested. 
Performs other related duties as required.
