MINIMUM EXPERIENCE AND TRAINING:      
a) Four years of carpentry, plumbing and electrical experience in the maintenance, alteration and repair of buildings;

b) Any equivalent combination of experience and training which provides the minimum knowledge, abilities, and 

skills.

QUALIFICATIONS REQUIRED: Pursuant to Public Law 26-87 as amended by Public Law 29-113, all future 
employees of any position within the government of Guam will be required at minimum to possess one of the 
following:

In addition, declining an offer will result in 
the removal of preferential hire status. 

WORK ELIGIBILITY: 
Submission of completed job applications authorizes the University of Guam to seek and obtain information 
regarding the applicant’s suitability for employment.  All factors which are job related may be investigated (i.e., 
previous employment, educational credentials, and criminal records).  All information obtained may be used to 
determine the applicant’s eligibility for employment in accordance with equal employment opportunity guidelines.

Section 25103, Chapter 25, Title 10 of the Guam Code Annotated requires college or university employees to 
undergo a physical examination, to include a test for tuberculosis (skin or x-ray), prior to employment and at least 
annually thereafter.  A report of such examination must be conducted by a licensed physician within a state or 
territory of the United States and must be submitted upon request. 

Federal law requires presentation of eligibility to work in the United States within seventy-two (72) hours of 
reporting for employment.
