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hoods and gown of our faculty represent 
the various fields of learning: white, arts, 
letters, and humanities; drab, business ad-
ministration; light blue, education; apricot, 
nursing; dark blue, philosophy; and gold-
en yellow, science.

The academic procession is 
led by the grand marshal, who 
is the President of the Faculty 
Senate. A traditional order to 
procession is followed: First 
come the candidates for de-
grees according to the order 
in which the degrees are to 
be conferred; next, members 
of the faculty led by the facul-
ty marshal, the honorary de-
gree recipient and the other 
members of the platform par-
ty followed by the president 
of the university. The order is 
reversed for the recessional.

You will note that some of to-
day’s graduates are wearing a 
gold stole. This stole indicates 
that the wearer is graduating 
with academic honors.

The Mace
Historically, the mace was a heavy, spiked 
club used during the Middle Ages to break 
armor in battle. Today, the mace is an or-
namental staff borne as a symbol of au-
thority before a public official or legislative 
body. The mace of the University of Guam 
is made of ifil wood into which are carved 
ifil leaves. Ifil wood was chosen because 
of its performance, strength and value, all 
of which reflect the major characteristics 
of the University of Guam. The mace, de-
signed by Forrest G. Rogers, was carved 
and donated to the University of Guam by 
the Department of Corrections.

ABOUT COMMENCEMENT

Academic Dress and Procession

The history of academic dress dates to the 
Middle Ages when many scholars were 
also clerics and wore costume of the mo-
nastic orders. In 1321, the University of 
Cambridge adopted specific 
styles and color combina-
tions. American colleges and 
universities desired to adopt 
a standard code for academic 
dress for colleges and univer-
sities in the United States. The 
standards continue to be fol-
lowed by the American Coun-
cil of Education.

The costumes worn today are 
all traditional and their colors, 
trimmings and patterns inter-
pret the degree, the field of 
learning, and the institution 
that conferred the degree. 
The bachelor’s gown has long 
pointed sleeves and is de-
signed to be worn closed; the 
master’s gown has an oblong 
sleeves open at the wrist. The 
rear part of its oblong shape is 
square cut and the front part has an arc cut 
away. The doctor’s gown has bell-shaped 
sleeves, is faced with velvet and has three 
bars across the sleeves. The color of the 
velvet is distinctive of the degree.

The hood tells the story. The type of degree 
bachelor’s, master’s, doctor’s, is indicated 
by the width of the velvet edging and the 
length of the hood, the doctor’s hood be-
ing the longest and of a fuller shape. The 
color of the velvet edging denotes the 
field of learning and the lining denotes the 
school that conferred the degree.

The color of the tassel, worn on the left side 
of the mortarboard, indicates the field of 
study and is gold for those with a doctor’s 
degree. The colors you will see today in the 
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Paul Yin-lien Chen is currently serving as the 
Representative of the Taipei Trade Office in Fiji. His 
career is marked by a steadfast commitment to 
diplomacy, with a focus on traditional, second track, 
and public diplomacy. Paul’s journey reflects a life 
dedicated to fostering international relationships and 
promoting the interests of Taiwan on the global stage.  

Paul earned a Master of Public Diplomacy degree 
from the University of Southern California and a 
Master of Diplomacy from National Chengchi 
University in Taiwan. His expertise is further enhanced 
by leadership and government management training 
from Harvard Kennedy School of Government and 
diplomatic training from the University of Oxford in 
England. 

Throughout his career, Paul has held several key 
positions, including Director General of the Taipei 
Economic and Cultural Office in Guam and Deputy Director General of the Office of 
Parliamentarian Affairs at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Taiwan. His contributions have 
been acknowledged through numerous achievements, such as the Resolution No.277-
37(COR) of the Guam Senate commending him for his work towards strengthening the 
relationships between the people of Guam and the people of Taiwan.

Mānoa. Her dissertation focuses on culturally responsive 
educational technology from Pacific Islander perspectives.

She currently serves as Director of the Pacific Islands 
Development Program with the East-West Center which 
is an independent non-profit organization, and previously 
enjoyed a long career in various technology and education-
related positions, including: Scholarship Program Specialist 
with the East-West Center’s Education Program; Director of the Center for Teaching and Learning 
at Chaminade University of Honolulu; Outreach Director for the Center for Pacific Islands Studies at 
the University of Hawai’i-Mānoa; Assoc. Professor of Information Technology and Coordinator for 
the Center for Excellence in Learning, Teaching and Technology at Kapi’olani Community College; 
Academic Advisor for Student Services units in Education and Liberal Arts at the University of 
Hawai’i-Mānoa.

Dr. Hattori’s academic interests include culturally sustaining education and leadership, leadership 
development, digital leadership, instructional design for online learning environments, and 
indigenous research methodologies. She is an occasional lecturer and adjunct faculty in Pacific 
Studies, Learning Design and Technology, and several Educational Doctorate programs in the US.  
She enjoys providing mentoring and serving on dissertation committees for Pacific islander students. 

She also provides service to boards of non-profit organizations such as the Hawai’i Council for 
the Humanities and the Honolulu Printmakers, and was recently confirmed by the Hawai’i State 
Legislature as a member of the Board of Education. Dr. Hattori is committed to holistic development 
of communities and is also a community organizer, advocate for Pacific Islanders in the US, public 
speaker, author, and poet. She also values the power of the arts to provide opportunities for sharing 
and sustaining indigenous cultures and is co-founder and co-organizer of numerous events that 
celebrate cultural knowledges and heritages, most notably the Cultural Animation Film Festival 
(http://caffest.com/ ) and the Celebrate Micronesia Festival. She teaches poetry workshops for/with 
Pacific Islander youth and was recently awarded a residency by the Moloka’i Arts and Cultural Center 
and will serve as their Artist in Residence later this year.
