The three
models shall be based upon what Guam currently has in terms of resources, limitations and
advantages, and it shall propose model frameworks of political, social, cultural and
economic advancement that are in line with Guam’s realities and the direction represented
by each political status option.

Must be able to develop the assessment using standardized diagnostic tools pertaining to
the subject matter.
