COURSE CATALOG DESCRIPTION

This is a continuation of CI101. Emphasis is on improving and adding to oral-aural competency gained in CI101.
Reading in the Chinese language is also stressed, and more complex language structures and concepts are
taught.

COURSE CONTENT

This course continues the study of basic Chinese grammar and vocabulary begun in CI101, with additional
student practices on the five tones of the standard Chinese, and the systems of writing Chinese language,
including the pinyin system of phonetic notation and both traditional and simplified Chinese characters. There
are oral practices with a partner(s) and the teacher, quizzes, and daily assignments.
