1. COURSE CONTENT:

In this course students will experiment with a wide variety of media, methods, and practical
activities to acquire basic studio skills. Introduction to utilizing visual elements and
principles of design will also be encouraged. The course will introduce various styles and
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periods of art, movements, techniques, and ways of making art to equip the student with
elements of visual language, artistic skill and appreciation of art in both historical and
contemporary contexts.

2. COURSE ACTIVITIES AND REQUIREMENTS:

The course consists of several projects, which will include research through making and
reading/writing. Students will explore the relationship of basic art principles to various art
forms, including but not limited to painting, printmaking, photography sculpture, and
architecture. Details on each studio project will be handed prior to each class. Lectures and
PowerPoint presentations will be shaped to provide an overview of the major art periods,
movements, styles, and artwork characteristic.

The course includes a regular schedule of studio practice, lectures, discussions, group
activities, and gallery visits. We will learn how artists make art, what tools and materials use,
and how art changes through histories and different social and cultural environments. We
will also observe and analyze an artwork and experience making an artwork. In addition to
analyzing works from art history and those of the great masters, you will engage in gallery
and museum visits to learn about and appreciate local art community. Students will be asked
to use sketch/workbooks for exploratory drawings, notes from lectures, readings, written
research on artists, and own ideas and perceptions that arise over the course.

Outside the class, students are expected to work independently 6 hours per week on your art
projects and on research that you will document in your workbooks/journals and sketchbooks.
This is a good opportunity to make your body of drawings and paintings more substantial and
to extend and better resolve those exercises we do in the studio.

Students will be given verbal feedback on your progress throughout the course, in critique
sessions, group discussions and 1:1 conversation with your instructor.

ATTENDANCE to all classes is a requirement. Three unexcused
absences will count towards half grade reduction. Additional absences
beyond that will drop one full grade each time. Please do not forget
excuses. A student who misses class must inform instructor prior to
absence. No more than three absences are allowed unless there is a valid
reason. Roll will be taken at the beginning of the class. Student’s active
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engagement in practice and participation in critiques is essential and

may contribute to achieving a better grade.

e Students are also responsible to keep the working areas clean and
tidy up after themselves during or after the studio practice.

e Do not be late to your classes. Maximum 15 minutes, academic
quarter, may be tolerated.

e Six tardiness times will count as one absence: Don’t be late to your
classes.

ASSIGNMENTS: All projects must be completed by the due date and turned in as part of
a portfolio at the end of the course. There will be a mid-term, formative assessment of
completed assignments and summative assessment at the end of the course.

SKETCHBOOKS / WORKBOKS: Students are required to document their research
through making and in writing in their workbooks. YOU NEED TO HAVE YOUR
OWN SKETCHBOOK.

(2) Final portfolio review.

(3) Students will receive formative and summative feedback on their
performance and outcomes during this project. Portfolio will consist of
work produced during projects in this course, and it will be reviewed at mid-
term and at the end of term.

(1) Technical Quality: Consistency in completing assignments throughout the course
and successfully learning art methods and techniques.

(2) Aesthetic Quality: Composition, design, and overall effect of the work.

(3) Conceptual Engagement: Demonstrates ability to develop and respond to ideas in
an inventive and productive ways.

(4) Research: Shows an understanding of some of the formal, theoretical, and cultural
contexts of the work in progress. This can be evidenced in preparatory or finished
work as well as in drawings (sketches), and workbooks.

(5) Resolution of Work: The work selected for assessment will demonstrate use
appropriate methods and material process and developing these to completion.

(6) Presentation of Work: Student will demonstrate an ability to engage with decision
making regarding to his/her presentation choices, editing and installation of work.

(7) Studio Practice: Consistency and active participation in all aspects of the studio
program. Not missing classes is an expectation of the course.
