Guidelines:

• Writers and artists must be between the ages of 5-and-18 years old. 
• Writers can submit between 1-to-10 pages of original poetry, fiction, prose or music. 
• Photographers and artists can submit 1-to-5 photographs or art pieces. 
• All submissions must include a completed and signed cover sheet/publishing agree-

ment, which can be found at www.uog.edu/uogpress/youth-call-for-submissions or 
attached to printed flyers.
